ANALYTIC AND SYNTHETIC METHODS OF CREATING TERMS IN MONGOLIAN

Mongolian State Term Committee was established in 1924. Since then this committee had created
terms in many fields. For creating terms the committee used all kind of methods in forming words and
terms in Mongolian. This monograph computed the methods of suffixes and word combination which are
main methods of forming words in Mongolian by their frequency, meaning and the fields. Computing was
made with a program named Text Stat. The author used three volumes of “Russian and Mongolian term
dictionary” with 120.000 words, journal of Mongolian State Term Committee and other dictionaries as
research materials.

In first part these suffixes were defined by their frequency and meaning.

For example in the research materials suffix (-auap’) is not active in formation of denotation of
vocabularies. However in term formation it used for creating animal terms, botanic terms, building terms
which refers meaning as “small”, “same” by 1118 times.
The monograph included compound terms, binary terms, phrasal terms, sentence compound terms and
expressed their structure and usage. Phrasal terms are - Oymyy naraas, cambapc (1) - cazan, spryy
naraas (1) - cypok momnoHsk (1-w1if Mecsn) etc.

In second part, the author nominated the terms consist with two or more words as a “collocation
terms” and divided it into two groups. One is nominated as a “stable collocation terms”, another one is as
a “unstable collocation terms”. The stable collocation terms include semantics of lexicon and the
semantics collocated firmly there through form new meaning.

The unstable collocation terms include components that are freely switchable and the linguistic
relationships are categorized as monocollocation, multicollocation, abstract and detailed.

The author researched and determined these formations of term “sx opon+d, sauitH 3acar+d,
coap Hypyy +ryii+1oH” which were created by suffixation to compound and binary words in Mongolian.

The monograph is innovative in compiling the Mongolian terminology, calculating the full
involvement of suffixes and word combinations in the enrichment of vocabulary, and correcting the
frequency of usage as well as correcting incorrectly formed charts for linguistics.
